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(viii) The State Governmentwill also ensurethat the disbursementis made to the eligible students
throughdirectbankor postofficestransfers.

(ix) In case,thereis anydifficulty in openingbanksaccountsdueto reluctanceof the banks,thedistrict
officer should report the matter to the concernedDistrict Collectors who would interveneand
instruct theBanksto openbankaccountsin the namesof the eligible ScheduledTribe studentsfor
this purpose~_The StateGovernment'sFinanceDepartmentor departmentdealingwith institutional
finance.;shouldalsorendernecessaryassistancein this regard.

(x) The eventsof disbursementof the scholarshipsin two instalmentsas specified aboveshould be
given wide publicity throughoutthe Statethroughlocal newspapersso that everyoneconcernedis
awareof theseeventsand avails of it in time. The basic idea behind two annual campsat fixed
timing is that students,staff, teachers& everyoneconcernedgraduallybecomesusedto thesedates
anddisbursementby different Statesat differenttimes in a year is avoided.

(xi) The digitiseddetailsof thestudentscategory-wise,out station-wiseetc.haveto be furnishedto this
Ministry beforereleaseof 2nd instalment.

(xii) Further,the Statesshouldcreateenablingenvironmentfor DBT modetransfer in all the Districts
for which following stepsneedsto betaken:

f. An awarenesscampaignto be initiated to inform the beneficiariesof the programmeand to
encourageenrolmentin Aadhaarandopeningbankaccount.

g. Robustbut easyto accessgrievanceredressalsystemsto be put in placeto mitigateunforeseen
hardships,systemfailures etc. and to ensurethere is no denial of service to beneficiaries
without Aadhaaror bankaccounts.
